The factors of a number are all numbers which
divide it with no remainder. factor
E.g. the factorsof 24 are 1, 2, 3,4, 6, 8, 12, and 24. common factor
The factors of 56 are 1, 2,4, 7, 8, 14, 28 and 56. multiple
The common factors of two numbers are the factors greatest common factor
they share.

E.g. the common factors of 24 and 56 are 1, 2, 4
and 8.

The greatest common factor of 24 and 56 is 8.
